The new entity is targeting markets and customers calling on the Group’s technologies and know-how, ranging from
fuels to effluent treatment in the fields of waste-to-energy, biomass and industry (including energy supplies, heating
networks, petrochemicals, steelmaking and sludge freatment). CNIM E&E Services offers a full and unique range of
products and services:

Academy, a program combining traditional and digital training techniques: e-learning, using a simulator, and
coaching in the field,” explains Frangois Darpas.

Its aim is fo boost its
infernational development and envisage possible acquisitions fo extend its range of expertise and its geographical
coverage. For this purpose, Francois Darpas, Chief Executive of CNIM Environment & Energy Services, will be backed
up by two Deputy Chief Executives: Frank Tabariés, a key player in the development of CNIM and LAB products, who
is taking charge of the Waste-to-Energy/Biomass business unit, and Philippe Lanoizelée, in charge of the Industries et
Proximity business units.
